Son yillarda kiiresel boyutta biiylik bir sorunsala doniisen ¢evre ve enerji kriziyle birlikte,
diinyada insan i¢in mevcut olan bir dizi enerji kaynagimin ortak adi olan yenilenebilir enerjiyi,
temelde fiziksel bir degisken olmasina ragmen, sosyal diinyanin neredeyse tiim yonlerine
onemli dl¢lide niifuz ettiginden, 6nemli bir sosyal degisken olarak kabul edebiliriz. Toplumlar
evrim gecirirken insan ve doganin karsi karsiya gelmesi kaginilmazdi. Tarim toplumundan
sanayi toplumuna geciste insan ve dogayi karsi karsiya getiren en 6nemli etken {iretim i¢in daha
fazla enerji gerektigi diisiincesiydi. Ne kadar cok enerji tiiketilirse ilerleme de o kadar biiyiik
olacakti. Yani; toplumsal refah icin enerji biiyiimesi gerekliligi hakim disiinceydi. Sanayi
toplumuna gegisle birlikte siiregelen zamanda birincil enerji kaynagi olan fosil yakitlar sera gazi
saliimini artirarak iklim degisikligine neden olmus ve buna bagli olarak ekolojik yasami tehdit
etmeye devam etmis ve etmektedir. Ekoloji; organizma, popiilasyon, topluluk, ekosistem ve
biyosfer diizeylerinde ele alindiginda, siireklilik arz eden boylesi bir heterojen sistemin
olusumuna ve devamliligina interdisipliner olarak yaklasilmasi gerekmektedir. Ekosistem
bilimi, igerisine toplumu da almakta ve iginde bulundugumuz bu siirecte ekosistemin
bozulmasinda insan faktoriiniin tartisilmaz bir rolii oldugu da ortadadir. insani iireten ve tiiketen
kimligi ile ele aldigimizda, enerji tiiketimini yalnizca ekonomik gostergelerle degil, ayni
zamanda c¢ok cesitli refah, egitim, saglik ve kiiltiir gostergeleri agisindan da incelenmesi
gerektigi diigiiniilmektedir.

Toplumlar hayatta kalabilmek i¢in enerji doniisiim teknolojilerine ihtiya¢ duymaktadirlar ve
giiniimiizde enerji-dontistim farkliliklart goreli kiiltiirii (kiiltiirel kurumlar1) etkilemekte ve
toplumlara gore farklilik gostermektedir. Toplumsal gruplarin ¢evre ile olan iligkisi farkli sosyo-
ekonomik konumlarina da baghdir. Ekolojiyi toplumsal bir perspektif ile ele aldigimizda ortak
goriis giiniimiizdeki ekolojist hareketlerin krize ¢6ziim getiremeyecegi ve toplumsal degisimin
gerceklestirilmesini saglayamayacaklar1 yoniindedir.

ABSTRACT

With the environmental and energy crisis, which has become a major problem on a global scale
in recent years, renewable energy, which is the common name of a number of energy resources
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available to people in the world, has been considered an important social variable since it
penetrates almost all aspects of the social world, although it is basically a physical variable, we
can accept. As societies evolved, it was inevitable that man and nature would come face-to-face.
The most important factor that brought people and nature against each other in the transition
from agricultural society to industrial society was the thought that more energy was needed for
production. The more energy consumed, the greater the progress would be. Well; the need for
energy growth for social welfare was the prevailing thought. With the transition to the industrial
society, fossil fuels, which are the primary energy source, have increased greenhouse gas
emissions, causing climate change, and have continued to threaten ecological life accordingly.
Ecology; When considered at organism, population, community, ecosystem and biosphere
levels, the formation and continuity of such a continuous heterogeneous system should be
approached interdisciplinary. Ecosystem science includes the society and it is obvious that the
human factor has an indisputable role in the deterioration of the ecosystem in this process. When
we consider the human being as a producer and a consumer, it is thought that energy
consumption should be examined not only in terms of economic indicators, but also in terms of
various indicators of welfare, education, health and culture.
